SUBJECT: Access to Qutdoor Recreation Programs on Military Installations for
Persons with Disabilities

I want to reaffirm the Department of Defense’s support for outdoor recreation
programs on military installations for disabled veterans, military dependents with disahilitiec,
and other persons with disabilities. The attached amendment to Section 103 of the Sikes Act
(also known as the Disabled Sportsmen’s Access Act) passed as part of the Strom Thurmond
National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year 1999 provides explicit guidance for this
program. This amendment requires that, consistent with the military mission, and to the
extent reasonably practicable, DoD installations ensure that persons with disabilities have
access to the same outdoor recreation opportunities (including fishing, hunting, trapping,
wildlife viewing, boating, and camping) as the general public.

In carrying out this legislation, DoD shail consult with the Secretary of Veterans
Affairs and with organizations that participate in outdoor recreation projects for the disabled.
This includes national service, military, and veterans’ organizations and sporting
organizations in the private sector. In addition, the legislation permits DoD to accept the
voluntary services of individuals and organizations, as well as donations of property, whether
real or personal, to facilitate the purposes of the provision. Tt should be used rather than the
more general gift provision of 10 USC 2601.
